CHURCH HISTORY
 

1.   APOSTOLIC CHURCH.  (30 A.D.  -  100 A.D.)

The church age commenced with the descent of the Holy

Spirit on the Day of Pentecost.     The apostolic church age

concluded with the time of persecution.     This was the

church of the Book of Acts, the early church, the age of the

church fathers.

This church was attacked by the FIRST STAGE of the locust,

the palmerworm.   (Gnawing locust)

Not only did this insect satisfy its own needs in consuming

pieces of the church, it set up the theatre of attack for the

second stage, the locust, (Swarming locust)

The first aspect of the manifestation of the Spirit to suffer in

the opening onslaught on the church was the ministry of the

Apostle.   This founding, establishing, governmental ministry

began to disappear from the church.   The penetration and

effect of this enemy of the church took a heavy toll.

In more than one aspect did the church plunge from the

glorious summer of its creation, into the devastating season

of autumn.   (fall)

The first section of the Spirit to be removed from the church

is the last to be RESTORED.     The apostle was the first to

go.     He will be the last to reappear.   Look with confidence

for this powerful ministry to be manifested in full authority

in the days that lie ahead.

Ephesians 2:20-22  Foundation of Apostles and Prophets

Isaiah 1:26   Restore judges as at the first



2.   PERSECUTED CHURCH.  (100 A.D. - 313 A.D.)

This church age extends from the time of the early church

martyrs to the time of the Emperor Constantine. The

Constantinian Edict not only caused the church to grow

numerically, it actually caused Christianity to enjoy a season

of popularity.     Unregenerate men occupied leadership

positions in the church.   Christianity was adopted as the

state religion.   People were forced to accept Christianity at

the point of the sword.     Salvation by faith was no longer

mandatory.     It became a tragic day in the church indeed. 

The swarming locust, after having had its fill, paved the way

for the third stage cankerworm.     (Devourer)   This second

stage is the most devastating of all four!

While many hailed the conversion of Constantine as a major

victory for Christianity, it proved to be the be the most

destructive event to befall the Christian Church to this point

in time.   The resulting mixture of unsaved with born again

believers weakened the whole Christian movement.

   By 130 A.D. the truth of the Laying on of Hands had,

degenerated into a mere ritual.     The church adhered to a

form of godliness but denied the power thereof.   2 Timothy

3:5    The prophetic mantle also began to fade from view,

(140 A.D.) together with the gift of prophecy, and other

related gifts.   In only another decade, (150 A.D.) the gifts of

the Spirit suffered a paralysing blow.     The swarmer was

making its presence greatly felt, and by 160 A.D. plural

leadership evaporated.   (Elders)     Further decay was

evidenced by the disintegrating of local church autonomy.  

(180 A.D.)     In only another seven years, the church

replaced believer's baptism with infant baptism.     (187

A.D.)     The Bible does not teach infant baptism - neither

does it teach adult baptism!  It teaches believer's baptism.  

Baptism in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ became history



by 200 A.D.   At the same time worship had faded to a mere

ritual.   A further decade saw the emergence of the clergy,

replacing the priesthood of all believers.     Church

membership based on a creed - NOT conversion -   became

established in 225 A.D.     By 240 A.D., holiness began its

departure and worldliness took its place.

   This stage saw vast destruction, havoc and decay.     The

swarmer had made its mark.     The stench of death ran

rampant.   But more was yet to come.

3.   THE IMPERIAL CHURCH   (313 A.D. - 476 A.D.)

The duration of this church transpired from the Emperor

Constantine, to the fall of Rome.

The body of Christ now suffered at the hands of the

cankerworm, the devourer.     The swarmer's remnant was

enjoyed to the utmost by this stage.

  Salvation by faith evaporated from the church.  (350 A.D.) 

By 380 A.D., Rome became the final authority, and the

church plummeted into the Dark Ages.   ( 1,200 A.D.)

4.   THE PAPAL CHURCH   (476 A.D. - Fall of Rome)

With fall of Pagan Rome, Papal Rome arrived on the scene.  

As surely as iron legs (Rome had be seen in the legs and

feet of Daniel's image, (Daniel 2) Rome continued to exist

and exert its influence throughout church history.   When not

by political means, Rome applied pressure through

ecclesiastical methods.   One of the names of the E.E.C. 

(European Economic Community) is the Treaty of Rome.  [It

is now called the EU - European Union].   Its founders were

Jean Monnet, the father of the French economic revolution; 

Paul Henri Spaak, the Belgian foreign minister; and Pope

John 23.     Romish influence has been felt throughout the

entire church age.  Daniel saw its authoritative influence to



the time of the end.   The Pope began exerting power over

the kings of  the earth and became involved in the political

life of the nations.

The church continued racing toward the Dark Ages in

reckless abandon.

5.   THE CHURCH OF THE DARK AGES    (1,200

A.D.)

The biting, cruel, winds of winter cut deeply into the tree

(church) of the Lord Jesus Christ.     Frost, snow and blizzard

all left their mark.     The church experienced the ravaging

effects and full force of winter.   The life of Christianity was

all but extinguished.   Winter came.   Winter passed.

"The winter is past, the rain is over and gone.   The flowers

appear on the earth;   the voice of the turtle is heard in our

land."  Song of Solomon 2:15

The turning point   -   Spring is on its way!

Joel 2:25     And I will RESTORE to you the years that the

locust hath eaten, the cankerworm, and the caterpillar, and

the palmerworm.

 

What a comforting promise from God to the church.   In the

midst of devastation, God had declared, "I will RESTORE!" 

God was true to His word, and the warm rays of the long-

awaited spring sun caused the life with in to respond to the

promise.   This then, was the starting point.   The process of

complete restoration had begun.

6.   THE REFORMED CHURCH   (1517 A.D.)

When the Catholic monk, Martin Luther, nailed his 95 theses

to the door of the church at Wittenburg, Germany, revival



fires first ignited and then blazed across the face of Europe.

The Waldenses and the Abilgenses had formerly made their

presence felt (1170 A.D.)  By 1453 A.D.

Wycliffe had translated the first Bible into English.

Note:   In every generation God has always had people who

have remained true to Him.     There have always been

people who have adhered to salvation by faith and the

baptism of the Holy Ghost with the evidence of speaking in

other tongues.   (Elijah, and the 7,000 who had never bowed

the knee to Baal.)

But it was through Luther, that the truth of Justification by

Faith was restored to the universal church.

By 1524 A.D., the Anabaptists received and established the

restored truth of water baptism.

   John Knox exploded onto the scene in 1547 A.D. with his

cry, "Give me Scotland, or I die."   This is the man of whom

Queen Mary declared, "I fear the prayers of that man more

than all the armies of England."     Knox called her a whore

straight to her face.   He feared God so much that he feared

no man!

The mighty reformers lit fires of revival wherever they

went.     Among them, the great John Calvin, 1528 A.D.   

George Fox and the Quaker movement, 1647 A.D.     These

were tremendous days in Church History.     The church was

travelling on the path that in due time would reveal the

complete purpose of God.  

1735 A.D. saw the restoration of holiness under the mighty

ministry of the Wesley brothers, John and Charles

(Sanctification by Faith is a second work of the Holy Spirit in

the life of the believer, beyond the initial salvation

experience.)   The year 1825 A.D. witnessed the restoration



of divine healing under Dr A.B. Simpson.     The Brethren

movement emerged in 1827 A.D.   General William Booth,

founder of the Salvation Army appeared in 1830 A.D.   

Holiness Movement (1874 A.D.)

Proverbs 4:18   The path of the just:   a shining light that

shines more and more to the perfect day, or day of

perfection.

This day lay before the church.   The seven colours of light.  

Would the church stop now or enter into the fullness of the

destiny provided her by the Lord?  Could anything stand in

its way?

No!     There is nothing that can offer enduring resistance. 

The church is determined to fulfill her destiny, and keep its

rendezvous with history.

7.   THE PENTECOSTAL CHURCH    (1900/6 A.D.)

The restoration of the Baptism of the Holy Spirit, along with

the gifts of healing and speaking in other tongues, came to

pass in Topeka, Kansas, (1900 A.D.) and Azuza St, Los

Angeles, California.   (1906 A.D.)

The full effect of Spring was being enjoyed, and the strength

of the rays of the summer sun began to penetrate to the

very heart of the church.

The ministry of the evangelist appeared. 

The powerful singing revival in Wales under Evan Roberts

began in 1928 A.D.

8.   THE RESTORATION CHURCH (1948 A.D.)

This visitation enjoys the distinction in that it is the ONLY

REVIVAL IN CHURCH HISTORY THAT HAS NEVER RECEDED! It



has gone from strength to strength.         It has proceeded

from glory to glory. 

NO MAJOR TRUTH HAS BEEN RESTORED TO THE CHURCH

SINCE 1948. Many truths were restored to the church at that

time.   Ministry of Prophets and Teachers.

2 Peter 1:12    God's will and purpose is that we be

ESTABLISHED in the present truth!

The present truth is NOT salvation, water baptism, the

Baptism of the Holy Spirit, repentance from dead works or

faith; though of course, it does embrace all these.   Present

truth is, and has been, since 1948, the laying on of

hands.      (Like the steps on a ladder.)  The summer’s sun,

increasing in strength, produced a further stage in the

restoration of the church.

Summer is harvest time!   Harvest is the end of the world. 

Matthew 13:38   Daniel 2:35     In the vision of the great

image, Daniel observed, in the days of the ten kings, a

stone smite the image on its feet and the complete image

became as the chaff of the summer threshing floor.

One of the major sections of truth to be restored in 1948, 

was Praise and Worship.   Psalm 22:3      God inhabits the

praises of His people

9.   THE JUDGED CHURCH    (2000 + A.D.)

The two remaining truths to be restored to the church in 

the immediate future are RESURRECTION LIFE and ETERNAL

JUDGMENT.   A judged church will produce a perfect church. 

1 Peter 4:17     The time has come that judgment must

begin at the house of God.



Revelation 1:13-18   The description of the Lord Jesus

 Christ as

he appears in the church, NOW!  Note:  Every aspect of the

vision is related to a Judge!



1 John 4:17   As He is so are we in this world, NOW!  He is a

Judge.     We are to exercise discernment, judge and make

decisions.

Acts 5   The days of Annanias and Sapphira are to be

repeated in the church in these last days.

All forms of judgment will be experienced by the church at

this time, together with the principle of resurrection life.

She experiences the fully restored authority, power and

character of the Lord Jesus Christ.   Nothing can stand in the

way of her destiny.

This is the manifestation of the church that the Lord Jesus

declared He would build.   The gates of hell are powerless to

resist her.

That that has been concealed to the world for the last 2,000

years, now comes into public view.     The mystery that has

been hid through the ages is now revealed - Christ in you,

the hope of glory.

The perfect church is wed to the perfect husband. 

Everything that belongs to the husband legally and

experientially becomes hers.

Upon completion of her ministry, the Bride of Christ is

protected on this earth during the Great Tribulation period of

3 1/2 years, the time of the reign of Antichrist upon the

earth.     At the second coming of the Lord Jesus Christ, she

will rise from her place in the wilderness, there to be forever

joined to her Lord.   Song of Solomon 8:5

Each stage of the locust is complete in its destruction. 

Joel 1:4    In the Hebrew, this text reads, "Gnawer's

remnant, swarmer eats; swarmer's remnant, devourer eats; 

devourer's remnant, consumer eats."

This connotation is immediate and complete destruction.

These four words indicate not four separate, distinct

enemies of God's tree, but rather four stages of ONE insect!

One of the commonest and most ferocious enemies of the

vineyard!

1.       Palmerworm        The First Stage, a worm that has just

emerged from the egg.   It is without wings.

Root word means to devour.

2.       Locust     The Second Stage. Still in its first skin. The



word is used of little ones without wings or legs. Translated

in A.V. as grasshopper. Very destructive.

Root word indicates rapid increase.

3.       Cankerworm       The Third Stage, has shed its skin,

developing small wings.   Can leap a little but can NOT fly.

Root word means to lick up, a devourer, the young locust. 

Translated caterpillars in A.V. in Jeremiah 51:27 and in E.R.V.

Psalm 105:34

4.   Caterpillar    The Fourth Stage is the fully matured locust

with long arms and legs.     It has the ability to consume,

devour and destroy all that stands in its path.

Root word to eat off, ravager.       A destroyer of vegetation.

The migratory locust.

1 Kings 8:37  2 Chronicles 6:28   Psalm 78:46    Isaiah

33:4     Joel   1:4   Joel 2:25

The locust is associated with judgment.

It emerges from its eggs which are laid in the months of

April and May, in the month of June.

In this stage it has no wings.   It then develops fundamental

enclosed wings in the pupa stage.   It is while in this stage

of development, that the locust is the most destructive.   In

only another four weeks, the pupa skin is shed and the

mature insect has evolved.

The adult creature is a little more than two inches in length

and both creeps and flies over the earth.   It has four wings

and powerful cutting jaws that sever leaves off   trees and

blades off grass.

The locust pictures massive destruction.   It was the eighth

plague hurled against the land of Egypt.



Its location is the S.E. deserts.   They multiply in horrendous

numbers.   They are the epitome of ruin and despair.   None

on earth is able to resist their powerful onslaught.

 

They are referred to by the people of the East as the Armies

of God.     Even though they have no king, they march in a

strict, orderly manner.   They fly in the direction of thewind. 

Travelling in vast hordes, it is not uncommon for them to

blanket out the sun over a 12 by 5 mile rectangle.   Nothing

can resist them.

This heap of destruction, when spread upon the earth, piles

up to a height of 18 inches.   Many will sacrifice themselves

for the objective of the diabolical hordes, in pits that have

been dug to ensnare them, or fires that have been lit in the

hopeless task of rendering them ineffective.     They climb

over walls.     They enter houses.     Nothing can conquer

them.

All green vegetation is consumed by them.     Bark off trees

falls to their merciless onslaught.   Branches of trees creak,

and bend to their maximum before finally being torn from

their trees.

JOEL 2 AND ACTS 2 COMPARED

The Book of Joel is a complete picture of Church History.     

Its projection is the entire church age of 2,000 years.     Its

extent is from the Day of Pentecost to the Second Coming of

the Lord Jesus Christ.     Its theme is the outpouring of the

Holy Spirit. 

Every person associated with the present outpouring of the

Holy Spirit in the 'Charismatic Renewal', is familiar with the

Scriptural passage, Joel 2:28-32.   You can never read

through a book in reference to this outpouring than this

portion of Scripture is quoted!

We are told, 'This is That.''     'This is the Outpouring on ALL

flesh.'   We are referred to Acts 2:16-21.

That we are indeed enjoying showers of refreshing from the

presence of the Lord, there is no doubt.   However, is THIS,

really 'THAT?'   Peter believed so.

Peter was speaking by the inspiration of the Holy Ghost. 

This was the inception of the church age, the birth of the

New Testament church.     It was the source point of church

history.

Let us consider four important facts in this passage.

1.  Joel 2:28 AFTERWARD    Acts 2:17 Peter did not quote

this!   NOT for his day.

Similar to Isaiah 61:1-2(a) and Luke 4:18, 19.

AFTER WHAT?

(a)    Repentance Joel 2:12-17

(b)  RESTORATION  Joel 2:23-27

Hebrews 6:1, 2   First Principles.



Haggai 2:9   The glory of the latter house greater than the

former.

AFTER the restoration of the church to her former glory!

2.   Joel 2:28   Pour out Spirit   Acts 2:17  OF  (indicative of

a portion or part).

WILL THERE BE A RESTORED

TEMPLE BUILT IN JERUSALEM ?

THE BUILDING OF THE TEMPLE.     JEWISH

VIEWS

from the Mt. Zion Reporter
 

(Rabbi Mordechai HaCohen is a Jerusalem born scholar and

the author of various books on Rabbinics, Jewish History and

Jewish Holy Places.)

The taking of the old city of Jerusalem was the fulfillment of

a millennial dream, restoring the site of the Holy Temple to

the jurisdiction of a sovereign Jewish state.     Ever since 70

CE, Jews have prayed for the day when they might return to

Jerusalem and rebuild its ruins.

Will the Temple be rebuilt?     To answer that, one must

understand the place of the Temple in the Jewish tradition,

and examine the halachic - Jewish legal - literature on its

reconstruction.

The Temple Mount has ever been the holiest of holy places

for Jewry.    Tradition has it that this is where Cain and Abel

made their offerings; where Noah thanked God for his

deliverance; where Abraham prepared to sacrifice Isaac.

The Temple, which stood upon its divinely selected site, was

regarded by the Jewish nation as its most treasured

geurdon, its inner heart.       Twice each day, the priests, the

people's spokesmen to God, brought sacrifices on behalf of

Israel, and for all the nations of the world.  Thrice each year,

on the festivals of Passover, Pentecost and Tabernacles,

Jews were enjoined to pilgrimage to the Holy Place and be



spiritually uplifted by its sanctity.  But everything came to a

halt with the destruction of the Temple by the Romans and

ensuing dispersion of so many Jews.     But not for one

moment did the Jews abandon hope and prayer for its

restoration and the revival of its sacred liturgy.     Certain

Jewish prayers were formulated in replacement of the

Temple's sacrifices.   The order of the three daily services of

prayer represents a spiritual re-enactment of the daily

sacrificial worship of Temple times, and special festival

prayers correspond to the special sacrifices offered on the

several occasions.     The wording of the prayers, especially

on Sabbaths and holy days, reflects the Jews' passionate

wish for the re-establishment of the Temple.     In the

additional service - the "Musaph" - for holidays, God is

besought thus: "Rebuild Thine house as at the beginning,

and establish Thy sanctuary upon its site;   show us its

rebuilding and let us rejoice in its restoration."

One may then easily comprehend the intensity and

magnitude of the emotion which seized world Jewry when

the Temple Mount, accessible again, was once more in

devout Jewish hands.     But the place was not set aside as

the place of the Third Temple.   Except for the Western Wall,

it was declared out of bounds by the chief Rabbinate to any

Jew.

This injunction was based on the extreme veneration of the

Mount.     Only Jews who were free from any impurity could

enter the Temple, and long and detailed instructions as to

purification are given in the Bible.   Nowadays, the exact

laws of ritual contamination are virtually void, and almost

everyone considered to be ritually tainted.     So much for

entry into the area.

With respect to the reconstruction of the Temple and the

resumption of the sacrificial services, the chief Rabbinate



has chosen to forbid all action, on the grounds that halachic

literature furnishes no equivocal answer to these questions.

Seven different approaches may be discerned among

halachists.

The first is that of a "Temple of Fire," namely that mortal

man cannot rebuild the Temple.   Talmudists declare that at

some point of time in the future, God will send down a

perfect Temple of fire from heaven, accomplishing the

verse,   "the sanctuary, O Lord, which Thine hands have

established."     This notion, echoed in many prayers,   rests

on the belief that the first and second sanctuaries were

destroyed because they were man made, and, hence were

not eternal.   The Third Temple built by God Himself, will last

forever.

A second approach holds that the Messiah will miraculously

rebuild the Temple.

The Messiah also figures prominently in the third approach,

that of Maimonides, who, in his "Code of Law", writes:   "The

Messiah, the King, is destined to reign and renew the

Kingdom of David as in days of old, to build the Temple, and

gather the dispersed of Israel."     But Maimonides, in

referring to a Messiah, means a king of Israel who will not

come miraculously, but prove himself in his devotion to the

Law - which makes him a popentiol Messiah, and by his

success in rebuilding the Temple where it originally stood,

and his gathering of the exiles.

An opinion along slightly different lines contends that the

sacrifices must be renewed, and that the coming of the

Messiah will thereby be hastened.   But Jewish leaders have

traditionally opposed, this as imprudent.   In any event, with

access to the Temple Mount barred by Rabbinic edict, it is

not feasible.



The fifth theory is that the Temple will be rebuilt by a

prophet of God.     Its advocates maintain that Jewish law

does not permit its rebuilding or the resumption of sacrifices

unless explicit prophetic behests are issued and obeyed,

because the criteria needed to undertake either task

become known only through the Divine inspiration that is

vouchsafed to prophets.

In a distinct minority are the members of the sixth school of

thought, who urge reconstruction of the Temple and

resumption of sacrifices in the instant future, before the

coming of the Messiah.   They believe that a careful study of

the Halachic and historical source material will disclose how

to achieve this monumental enterprise.     Just as Israel's

redemption will proceed gradually, so also the Temple.

They list four stages in the process.   The first is a sacrifice

offered on the site of the Altar, after location is determined

by the most searching scrutiny.     Next, the Temple will be

rebuilt to the specification in the Book of Ezekiel and their

Talmudic interpretations.     Then the Messiah will appear,

and correct and embellish the structure and entrust as to

the offering of sacrifices.   And finally the Almighty will lower

a celestial Temple of Fire, which will stand within the man-

made Temple.

The last opinion embodies elements of other approaches. 

Its proponents believe that prayer services should be

organized on the site of the Temple.

There is, as we see, a plethora of approaches.

But one thing emerges unmistakably.     Although there are

Jews who favour the rebuilding of the Temple and the

resumption of the sacrifices at once, that is not likely to be

the course of any Jewish action in the foreseeable future.

PRINCIPLE:      God ALWAYS moves forward - NEVER

backwards!

For many years, major sections of the church world have

been conscious of the fact thata prefabricated temple is

waiting to be erected in Jerusalem on the former site of the

Temple of Solomon.

There is no doubt in Jewish minds concerning this.

In Tehran, Iran, summer of 1975, an orthodox Jew revealed

to a companion and me, "God is going to cause an

earthquake to level the Mosque of Omar, (the Moslem

building now occupying the former Temple site), in order

that the Temple might be rebuilt - resplendent with animal

sacrifices."

It is not contended that the rearing of such a structure will

never eventuate.     What is contended is that should the



Temple be rebuilt - 'God will NOT be in it.'

For God to accept animal sacrifice, He would be required to

reject the blood of His own Son!   This God will NOT do.   For

this to eventuate God would have to build again the things

He has destroyed.   In doing so He would become a

transgressor, according to His own word.

Galatians 2:18   God is  NOT a transgressor.

God has finished with buildings of brick and stone.   He no

longer lives in them.     And He never will, at any point of

time in the future.

Acts 17:24   The Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in

temples made with hands.

Matthew 23:38   Behold, your house is left unto you,

desolate.

John 19:30  It is finished!

The temple was destroyed in A.D.70, at the hand of the

Roman General Titus, son of the Emperor Vespasian.   Until

that time it was impossible for any nation to interrupt the

Jewish Feast of Passover.

When the Lord Jesus Christ died upon   the cross, He

screamed, "IT IS FINISHED!"     The veil in the temple was

rent from top to bottom, exposing the most holy place and

the Ark of the Covenant that formerly housed the presence

of the Lord.     Never again would God dwell in man made

buildings.     He would forever dwell in temples NOT made

with human hands!

1 Corinthians 6:19       Your body is the temple of the Holy

Ghost.

John 2:21   This spake he of the temple of his body.



Hebrews 8:2    The true tabernacle which the Lord pitched,

and not man.

1 Peter 2:5, 7   Lively stones, spiritual house, spiritual

sacrifices.     The stone which the builders disallowed, is

made head of the corner.

Ephesians 2:20-22   Foundation of apostles and prophets,

Jesus Christ the chief cornerstone.  In whom all the building

fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple unto the

Lord, builded together for an habitation of God through the

Spirit.

Paul a wise

masterbuilder.  Building to be tested by fire.  Temple of God

is holy, which temple ye are!

The Abomination of Animal Sacrifices



Isaiah 66:1-3  Where is the house that ye build unto me? 

Killing an ox like killing a man.     Sacrificing a lamb like

cutting off a dog's neck.   Offering an oblation like offering

swine's blood.  Burning incense like blessing an idol.

1 Samuel 15:22, 23     Hath the Lord as great delight in

burnt offerings and sacrifices, as in obeying the voice of the

Lord?   To obey is better than sacrifice, to hearken than the

fat of rams.   Rebellion is as witchcraft.   Stubbornness is as

iniquity and idolatry.

Hebrews 7:27   Who needeth not daily, as those high

priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then

for the people's:     for this he did once when he offered up

himself.

Hebrews 10:5, 6   Sacrifice and offering thou wouldest not,

but a body hast thou prepared me.   In burnt offerings and

sacrifices for sin thou hast no pleasure.

Hebrews 10:10-14   We are sanctified through the offering

of the body of Jesus Christ ONCE FOR ALL.     Every priest

offering the same sacrifices, which can never take away

sins:   But this man after he had offered ONE SACRIFICE FOR

SINS FOREVER, sat down on the right hand of God.   For by

ONE OFFERING he hath perfected forever them that are

sanctified.

Hebrews 10:26   There remaineth NO MORE SACRIFICE for

sins.

Five Fold Ministry is involved in building the Temple of   the

Lord, worldwide.   It is in this temple the glory of the Lord is

to come.

John 17:21-23     If there is one prayer that is to be

answered in this day by God, it is the prayer of the only

begotten Son of God.



John 4:21, 23, 24   It is immaterial WHERE the worshipper

worships.  "Neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem."  

The point is not geographical location - it is Spirit and

Truth.   The Father seeketh such to worship Him.   God is a

Spirit.     They that worship him MUST worship Him in spirit

and in truth.

Romans 2:28, 29   He is not a Jew which is one outwardly. 

He is a Jew which is one inwardly, whose circumcision is in

the heart and spirit.

Galatians 4:22-26     Abraham had two sons.     One by a

bondmaid, the other by a freewoman.   Allegory.    Hagar is

Mt. Sinai in Arabia, the Jerusalem which now is.     She is in

bondage with her children.     Jerusalem above is free, the

mother of us all.

Galatians 3:28, 29   There is neither Jew nor Greek.   If ye

are Christ's, then you are Abraham's seed, and heirs

according to the promise.  

Hebrews 12:18, 22   You are NOT come to Mt. Sinai.  You

are come to Mt. Sion, the city of the living God, the

HEAVENLY Jerusalem.

Romans 9:8     They which are the children of the flesh,

these are NOT the children of God:   but the children of the

promise are counted for the seed.

Romans 11:25     Blindness in part is happened to Israel,

until the fullness of the Gentiles be come in.

Ephesians 2:13-19     Made both one.     Broken down the

middle wall of partition.   To make one new man.  Reconcile

both to God in one body.     You are no more strangers and

foreigners, but fellow-citizens with the saints, and of the

household of God.



Revelation 21:9, 10   The bride, the Lamb's wife, the great

city, the holy Jerusalem.

The ultimate application of the temple of God.   A people!

Note:   This Bride is far greater than the Bride of Revelation

12.   The Bride of Revelation 12 is comprised of Christians

of the End Time generation only, while the Bride of

Revelation 21 composes the saints of all ages.

Three Types of human bodies are on the earth at the time of

the Second Coming of the Lord Jesus Christ.

1.  The Unsaved.   These are destroyed by the brightness of

the coming of the Lord.

2.   Outer Court Class Christians. These are slain by the

Antichrist during the great tribulation period of 3 1/2 years.

3.     The Bride.  The 100 Fold.   Most Holy.

Revelation 12:1     The woman clothed with the glory of

God.

Song of Solomon 6:10     Fair as the moon, clear as the

sun, terrible as an army with banners.

Song of Solomon 8:5     Who is this that cometh up from

the wilderness, leaning upon her beloved?

Isaiah 60:1-5   Arise, shine;  for thy light is come, and the

glory of the Lord is risen upon thee.    Darkness shall cover

the earth, and gross darkness the people:   but the Lord

shall  arise upon thee.   And the Gentiles shall come to thy

light, and kings to the brightness of thy rising.   They gather

themselves together, they come to  thee.   Then thou shalt

see and flow together, and thine heart shall fear, and be

enlarged;   because the abundance of the sea shall be

converted unto thee, and the forces of the Gentiles shall

come unto thee.



Much is heard of this last section of Scripture, in these

days....particularly the first two verses.

Solomon wisely pointed out that there is a time and a

season for every purpose under heaven.   There yet remains

the ultimate application and fulfillment of these Scriptures

to the church.   They have direct application to the restored

temple, the church - the people through whom the manifold

wisdom of God is scheduled to be revealed throughout

eternity.     This is the dwelling place of God pulsating with

the glory of God upon it.

Isaiah 40:5  The glory of the Lord shall be revealed, and all

flesh shall see it together: for the mouth of the Lord hath

spoken it.  

From the time that Jesus explained, "Your house is left unto

you desolate", until the destruction of the Temple in A.D. 70,

a time period of 40 years elapsed.   The previous year

(A.D.69),   Jewry had offered 276,000 lambs in a concerted

effort to prolong the now rejected Mosaic economy.     Not

only did God allow Titus to destroy the order, but the

Romans razed the Temple to the ground.     It was to be

forever in the mind of God, overthrown!   Never again would

it be rebuilt  -  NEVER!

When Antiochus Epiphanes IV commanded Jewry to offer

swine's blood on the altar over a 3 1/2 year period, this was

an abomination.

The Lord Jesus also spoke of the Abomination of 

Desolation.  Matthew 24:15    Mark 13:14.

This is a reference to Daniel 9:27

Our Lord explained that Jerusalem was to be destroyed.   

Luke 21:20-24.   With it, was to disappear from the scene

of human history forever, the Temple and its attendant

sacrifices and services.



To offer animal sacrifice now is an abomination.   Isaiah

66:1-3.

Your house is left unto you desolate.  Matthew 23:38

The desolation was caused by offering abominations.

With the death of the Lord Jesus, any further sacrifice,

irrespective of what the law of Moses prescribed, was now

labeled - "ABOMINATION."

The Lord Jesus explained that the desolation of Jerusalem

would occur when the Roman armies encompassed the

city.   These be the days of vengeance.   Great distress upon

the land, and wrath upon the people.   They shall fall  by the

edge of   the sword. Jewry desired the blood of Christ be

upon them and their children.    It certainly has been.

Hebrews 10:26-30   There remaineth NO MORE SACRIFICE

for sin.    Under Moses law they died without mercy.   What

will happen to those who tread underfoot the Son of God,

and count the blood of the covenant that sanctifies them an

unholy thing, and so do despite to the Spirit of Grace? 

Vengeance belongeth unto God.   He will recompense.   The

Lord shall judge his people.

The multiplied millions of gallons of animal blood shed in

sacrifices under the law of Moses, can never in an eternity,

be compared to one drop of the precious blood of the Son of

God,  the Lord Jesus Christ.  God could never, at any point in

the future, reject the blood of His only Son,   in favour of

animal sacrifice.                                   

Ezekiel, chapters 40 - 48 (Ezekiel's Temple), does NOT

pertain to any future building of a natural temple and the

resumption of blood sacrifices.

Flesh and blood CAN NOT inherit the kingdom of God!



Do not become guilty of worshipping a temple above the

God who inhabits the temple -the One for whom the temple

was built.

The purpose of God, at the present time, is perfecting His

current temple, the church.     The church is composed of

both Jew and Gentile, those who have received the Lord

Jesus Christ as their personal Saviour.     Perfection is to be

achieved through the Five-Fold Ministry (Ephesians 4:11-

16).  Upon completion of the perfecting work, the working of

the Holy Ghost in individual lives, the glory of God will

descend and indwell the temple.   The church will then carry

the gospel to the ends of the earth in a demonstration of

Holy Ghost power such as the world has never seen in all its

history.

While travelling in Israel in 1975, I observed the excavations

being dug for the foundation of the Great Synagogue.   That

building is now completed. Donations are currently being

sought for the erection of an altar in that edifice.     Animal

sacrifice in a synagogue?   Some speculation exists that this

building will be used by the Antichrist as the tribulation

temple during the great tribulation period.  Serious doubt is

expressed as to the Temple ever being rebuilt.     Other

conjectures postulate that the wailing wall is NOT the

original of the site anyway.

THE GLORY OF GOD IS TO INHABIT THE

TEMPLE

In the three major dwelling places of God revealed in the

Bible, two have, upon their completion, been filled with the

Glory of God.

1.   Tabernacle   Exodus 40:34   The glory of God filled the

Tabernacle.



2.  Temple  2 Chronicles 5:14   The glory of God filled the

Temple.

Psalm 22:3   God inhabits the praises of His people.

There yet remains the descent of the Glory of God upon the

third dwelling place of God on earth, the CHURCH.   That the

glory of God anointed the church in its inception there can

be no doubt.     Neither is there any doubt that the church's

latter end will be greater than the beginning.

3.  Church   Revelation 12:1  The woman clothed with the

fullness of the Glory of God.       Sun, moon, stars = Father,

Son, Holy Ghost.

Ephesians 3:19   A church filled with ALL the fullness of

God.

Ephesians 5:27     A glorious church.     No spot, wrinkle, or

any such thing.   Holy and without blemish!

One of the major principles of God is:

Atonement, then Presence

Cleansing, then Indwelling

Daniel 8:13, 14    2,300 days, then shall the sanctuary be

cleansed.

The working of the Holy Spirit in the church today is

cleansing, both flesh and spirit

2 Corinthians 7:1   Attitudes.

Jesus cleansed the temple TWICE in His earthly ministry

Beginning  John 2:14-17

End   Matthew 21:12, 13

Likewise, the cleansing that took place in the early church

will be repeated in these last days.     The temple of God



(church) shall be fully cleansed.

When the temple is completely cleansed the Glory of God

will inhabit it!

The beginning, cleansing  -  the conclusion, the indwelling of

God's presence (glory).

Both the teaching of the Tabernacle of Moses and the Feasts

of the Lord convey these principles.

The shed blood (altar & Passover), is consummated in God's

presence (glory), in  the Ark of the Covenant and the Day of

Atonement.

Every sin, both known and unknown will be completely

eradicated!   Total expiation!   Think of it!   A people on the

earth with  no sin!    Experientially.

This is the perfection of which God speaks.       Then, and

ONLY then, will the glory of God invade the temple.

The former dwelling places of God, (Tabernacle and Temple)

can be likened to a three stage rocket.   When phase 1 has

served its purpose and burned out it is separated from the

progressing plan.     Similarly with phase 2.     Its purpose

having been  served, it dies out. 

The end time Christian should endeavour to be located in

the nose cone, the advance purpose of God.   Don't be left

behind.   Don't be phased out.   Move ahead in the current

development of God.   Never allow the light within you to be

turned to darkness by failing to press on.                      

The plan  of the Tabernacle was given to  Moses.

The plan of the Temple was given to David.

The plan of the Church was given to the Lord Jesus Christ.  

He in turn conveys that plan to the foundational  ministries,

the Apostle and Prophet.

CHAPTER 6. THE DOUBLE PORTION

WHAT IS THE DOUBLE PORTION?

Deuteronomy 21:15-17   Twice the INHERITANCE received

by other members of the family.

Galatians 3:29     And if ye be Christ's, then are ye

Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.   

(inheritance)

Inheritance must be claimed.

Psalm 2:8   Ask of me - heathen for thine inheritance -

uttermost parts of the earth for thy possession.

Note: The inheritance of the son is a VINEYARD.

Matthew 21:33-43    When the time of FRUIT drew near. 

This is the HEIR: Let us kill him, and seize his inheritance!  

Lord looking for husbandmen who will render fruits in

seasons!  Nation brings forth the required fruit. 1 Peter 2:9

- a holy nation, the church.

The End Time church will experience DOUBLE that of the

Early Church.   A double harvest.

John 14:12    The works that I do shall he do also;   and

greater works than these.

Read in the book in the law of God distinctly.   Gave the sense.  Caused them to understand

the reading.

The joy of the Lord is your strength. 

 

Eat the fat, drink the sweet -  Communion

 

Great mirth!  Why?   Because they understood the words that were declared unto them.

 

Understand the words of the law.

The feast of the seventh month.  Tabernacles.   Dwelling in booths.

 

Opening the book speaks of a teaching emphasis in this (7th month ) day.

(Compare Passover and Pentecost,

the two former feasts (appointments).  The probing question



that each Christian MUST answer is - "Am I keeping the third

appointment?"

IS THE FEAST OF TABERNACLES FOR THE

JEWS?
Two master strokes of the enemy:

1.   You can' t have it!

2 .   You can' t have it NOW !

We are told that we must wait until we get to heaven.   

What you want is for another people, in another time.  The

entire Christian experience after receiving Christ as personal

Saviour, is to occupy a pew, and wait patiently for the

coming of the Lord.   What a pathetic existence, particularly

in light of the fact of what our Lord accomplished and made

us at Calvary!

This third feast, the Feast of Tabernacles is scheduled to be

fulfilled BEFORE the Millennium.  Indeed, the first section of

it (the Feast of Trumpets), is being fulfilled in this very day.

The Rains had fallen - the FRUIT HARVEST had been

fathered in.

Matthew 21:8, 9   Spread their garments in the way; cut

down branches from the trees, strewed them in the way,

Hosanna to the Son of David:   Blessed is he that cometh in

the name of the Lord; Hosanna in the highest.

 

Revelation 7:9     Nations, kindreds, peoples and tongues -

palms in their hands.

Revelation 12:6, 14     The woman fled to the wilderness

where she had a place prepared of God - feed her there –

her place.

The Feast of Tabernacles is seen prophetically in the



RESTORATION of the Temple.     The complete restoration of

the temple to its former power and glory is seen. 

Remember, Solomon's Temple was dedicated in the

SEVENTH month. 

 

This at once becomes typical of the church, the TRUE

tabernacle.

 

John 2:19-21   He spake of the temple of his body.

1 Corinthians 6:19     Your body is the temple of the Holy

Ghost.

Hebrews 8:2   The true tabernacle, which the Lord pitched,

and not man.

The Feast of Tabernacles portrays the glory of God that is

scheduled to adorn the church in these last days.

Haggai 2:9     The glory of the Latter house to be greater

than that of the former.

 

Haggai means FEAST OF JEHOVAH!

 

The Feast of Tabernacles and the Earthly Ministry of the Lord

Jesus Christ

John  7:2, 8, 10-17,  28, 37-39 

He attended the feast in SECRET.   Taught - teaching minis-

try.   If any man THIRST, let him come to ME, and DRINK.   

Living water.

 

The outpouring of the Holy Spirit is related to the Feast of

Tabernacles.    Many times these last two verses are related

to the Feast of Pentecost – they speak of yet another



dimension of the Holy Ghost that awaits every believer who

will go forward, persist, and press on after the Lord.

The gospel of John is constructed around the Feasts of the

Lord.

Ezekiel 47:3-5     Waters to swim in are scheduled for this

age - the end time age of the church.  

 

Hebrews 9:28     As Jesus attended this feast in secret, so

he will come secretly to them who look for him ...the second

time, without sin.  

 

The fulfillment of the first two of the three Feasts of the Lord

are traceable in the New Testament.   The third, the Feast of

Tabernacles can NOT be found.     Many indicators point to

it.         

 

ARE THESE TEACHINGS TO BE FULFILLED

IN THE CHURCH BEFORE THE SECOND

COMING OF CHRIST?

 

As surely as the first two Feasts were fulfilled in minute

exactness in ONE YEAR, so will the third feast be fulfilled in

one complete dispensation.

God is again moving the

Second Time, and many of His people are being enlightened

to these truths.

Psalm 78: 60-72 God forsook the tabernacle of Shiloh;

refused the tabernacle of Joseph;     chose not the tribe of

Ephraim. He chose the tribe of Judah;     He chose mount

Zion;   He chose David.
